Also, operator has the option 

to flip over and use the drag to smooth or cover seeds.

It is recommended that the general condition of any drag harrow 

be examined before it is used. Keep your drag harrow in good repair by adopting a program of 

conscientious repair and maintenance. If any abnormal vibrations or noise occurs, have the 

problem corrected before further use. Have necessary repairs made by qualified service 

personnel.
