STEP 2: Remove Trim from Side Panels

a. 	 Detach the covers from the vertical trim of the hutch 	
	 side panel assemblies.

b. 	 Set aside to re-attach after hutch is assembled.

STEP 1: Remove End Caps

a.	 IMPORTANT! Engage the brakes on the casters of the roller cabinet!	

b.	 Remove plastic end caps from the top of the trim on the roller cabinet.

c.	 Set aside to re-install later.

STEP 3: Install Left & Right Side Panel Assembly

a.	 Insert the “J” end of the J-Connector into the rectangular opening at the top of the trim of the roller 		
	 cabinet where the end cap was removed. The “J” end of the connector should be facing the body of 		
	 the tool box. The top end with the threaded insert should be oriented to the front of the trim.

d. Repeat Steps a, b, c for the 
other side panel.

STEP 4: Install Adjustable Shelf

a. Determine the desired height for the Adjustable Shelf. Pre-thread (2) screws (#11) about 
halfway in on left-hand and right-hand sides.

 b. Locate the (2) cutouts on each side of the shelf. Line up the open slots with the (4) threaded 
screws that were installed in Step 5d. Lay down shelf so that (4) open slots fit on top of the 
(4) screws.

c.  Loosely tighten (4) screws.

STEP 5: Install Back Panel

a.  Pull MDF board/Stainless Steel Top forward approximately 1/8” from Back 
Raised Edge (aka: Fence Rail.)

b.  Lift Back Panel into place behind the two side panels. (BACK PANEL is HEAVY 
and requires 2 people to place!) Slide the bottom edge of the Back Panel 
between the MDF/Stainless Steel Top and rear fence rail of roller cabinet. 
Flange on left and right sides of back panel should be resting against the inside 
back edges of both side panels.

STEP 6: Secure Shelf to Back Panel

a. Locate (2) threaded inserts on the back of the shelf. From the 
back of the Back Panel, insert (2) screws through the back of 
the pegboard and and through the threaded inserts of the shelf 
and tighten.

b. Tighten the Screws on both side panels to secure the shelf in 
place.

STEP 7: Attach Gas Struts to Lid

a. Lay the lid down on packaging material so that the front of the lid is face down. Use a soft 
surface or packaging material under the lid so that it does not get scratched or damaged.

b. Locate the middle hinge of the front/top lid assembly. 

c. Using a Phillips screw driver, remove 3 screw holding hinge in place.

d. Disengage the other hinges that hold the front lid panel to the hood assembly by sliding the 
front lid panel to the side. Remove front lid panel and lay down with the inner stiffener panel 
facing up onto a soft surface to prevent scratching.

e.  Install the piston side of the gas strut into ball joint which is located at the end of the 
stiffener of the top lid panel. Repeat procedure for the other side.

f.  Install M6x35mm socket head screw (ZM6SCSH-35) onto both side panels. Make sure the 
screw head is flush with the inner side panel.



STEP 8: Secure Lid to Body of Hutch - may require assistance of another adult

a. Position the top front panel so that it rests on top of the side and back panels and holes on lid 
and side panels are aligned as shown below. 

b. Use the Allen wrench (supplied with the parts) to drive the pre-threaded M6x35mm Sock Head 
Screw (#15) into the round opening on the side of the lid. Repeat on the other side.

c. Insert one plastic hole plug (#17) in each of the socket head screw openings.

STEP 9: Secure Gas Strut to Side of Hutch

a. Lift top/front panel so that the unattached ball joint on the gas strut is lined up with the rivet 
nut hole on the side panel. 

b.  Hand-tighen the male stud into the rivet nut opening. Strut must be fully engaged with 
the ball stud. Open and close the lid to confirm alignment. You should feel some tension 
when engaging the strut.

c.  Securely tighten socket in place using M12 Box wrench.

d.  Repeat for the gas strut (#6) on the other side.

e.  Test lid function by opening and closing several times.

e.  Confirm that gas struts are holding lid securely in open position before proceeding.

STEP 10: Re-Attach Front Panel to Lid 

a.  Lift front panel into place to re-attach to lid. Align the hinges on the top panel with the hinges on 
the lid and slide into place. Smooth side of lid should face out - panel stiffener should be on the 
inside.

b.  Replace and secure the front panel to lid with 3 Phillip screws that were removed in Step 8.

c.  Securely tighten the screws.

d.  Open and close the lid several times to confirm that lid is secure and aligned.



Step 11: Final Assembly

a.	 Re-attach the Vertical Trim Covers to the front of the Hutch Side Panels.

b.	 Insert the End Caps into the openings at the top of the Vertical Trim Covers.

c.	 Use the supplied hardware to attach the Power Strip on either the right or left side of the face of the 		
	 adjustable shelf.



Step 11: Install Power Tool Rack 

a. The Power Tool Rack requires an 
adapter to hang on the edge of the shelf. 
(Adapter does not need to be used if 
hanging the Power Tool Rack on the top 
rail of a tool cart or roller cabinet.)

b.	 Attach the adapter to the shelf by 
inserting the top hooked portion of the 
adapter into the slots on the edge of the 
shelf as shown in Diagrams 1 & 2. 

c.	 After the adapter is in place on 
the edge of the shelf, use the screw 
supplied with the adapter to secure it to 
the underside of the shelf.

d.	 Hang the Power Tool Rack using the 
slots on the back side of the adapter.

e.	 Power Tool Rack is ready to use.
