7.With afirm grip onthe Die Grinder, lightly applythe Grinding drumto the workpiece,
slowly and steadily moving the grindingdrum to theright and leftuntil you have achieved
the desired appearance (finish) on theworkpiece.

8.0nce thework is completed, release hand pressureon the trigger, the safety will
automatically return toits locked positionto prevent thetrigger from accidentally being
activated.

9.Turn off the air compressor. Trip the safety with yourfinger, andslowly squeeze the
trigger to releaseany remaining airpressure from thedie grinder. Then disconnectthe air
hose from thetool.

10.Remove thegrinding drum fromthe Die Grinder. Then store the toolin a clean, dry
location out ofreach of childrenand untrained operators.

INSPECTION, MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

1.Always makesure the triggeris in its"OFF" position, anddisconnect the Die Grinder
from its compressedair supply before performing any inspection, adjustments,
maintenance, or cleaning.

2.Before eachuse, inspect the general condition ofthe Die Grinder. Check forloose
screws, misalignment orbinding of moving parts, cracked orbroken parts, damagedair
hose, and anyother condition thatmay affectits safe operation.

4.Disconnect theair hose fromthe tool before making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storingthe tool. Suchpreventive safety measuresreduce the riskof
starting the toolaccidentally.

To do so,wrap approximately 3in.of pipe threadsealer tape (notincluded) around
the male threadsof a quick-connector. Then, firmly tighten the quick-connector into the
air inlet.

TO OPERATE ASA 1/4IN. DIE GRINDER:

1.Always wear ANSIl-approved safety glasses, a fullface shield, and hearing
protection when operatingthe tool.

2.Use thetwo wrenches providedto loosen thecollet nut.

3.Insert the 1/4in. diameter shankof a grindingdrum (not included) fully into the collet.
Then, firmly re-tightenthe collet nutto lock boththe collet andgrinding drum inplace.
4.Connect theair supply hoseto the quick-connectoron the Die Grinder. Turn onthe air
compressor, andset its regulatorto the recommended 90 PSI forthe Die Grinder.
5.IMPORTANT! Grip the appliance firmly with BOTHhands.

6.Tripthe safety withyour finger. Then slowly apply hand pressureto the triggeruntil the
desired speed isobtained. NOTE: The toolalways turns theGrinding Drum/Drill
Chuck clockwise.
