PERSONAL SAFETY

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TOOL USE AND CARE 

 USE COMPRESSED AIR ONLY. Use clean, dry, and regulated compressed air to power the 

tool. Do not use oxygen, carbon dioxide, or any other bottled gas as a power source for this 

tool. 

 Lubricate the tool before its initial use and before and after each additional use. 

 Do not force the tool. Pneumatic tools do a better and safer job when used in the manner for 

which they are designed. Plan your work, and use the correct tool for the job. 

 Check for damaged parts before each use. Carefully check that the tool will operate properly 

and perform its intended function. Replace damaged or worn parts immediately. Never 

operate the tool with a damaged part. 

 Do not use a tool with a malfunctioning switch. Any power tool that cannot be controlled with 

the power switch is dangerous and must be repaired by an authorized service representative 

before using. 

 Disconnect the air supply from the tool and place the switch in the locked or off position 

before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing the tool. Such preventive 

safety measures reduce the risk of starting the tool accidentally. 

 Store the tool when it is not in use. Store it in a dry, secure place out of the reach of children. 

Inspect the tool for good working condition prior to storage and before re-use. 

 Use only accessories that are recommended by the manufacturer for use with your tool. 

Accessories that may be suitable for one tool may create a risk of injury when used with 

another tool. Never use an accessory that has a lower operating speed or operating pressure 

than the tool itself. 

 Keep guards in place and in working order. Never operate the tool without the guards in 

place.

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Safety Signs and Labels 
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Air Supply 

 WARNING: Operating the tool at pressures over the rated capacity may cause 

severe damage and/or personal injury. Do not exceed 90 PSI while operating the tool. Do not 

use an accessory rated at a lower maximum pressure than the tool itself. 

 

 CAUTION: The air supply must be clean while operating the tool. Unclean air will 

cause excessive wear, shorten the life of the tool, and may cause damage and/or personal 

injury. 

 

The illustration above shows an optimal setup that includes an inline filter, regulator, and oiler.  

 Make sure that the air valve (or trigger) is in the OFF position before connecting to the air 

supply. 

 Do not exceed an air pressure of 90 PSI. 

 Drain the air tank daily. Water in the air line can damage the tool. 

 Clean the air inlet filter weekly. 

 Keep the hose away from heat, oil, and sharp objects. Check the hose for wear and make 

certain that all connections are secure before every use. 
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Assembly 

1. Wrap the 3/8 in. air nipple with pipe thread seal tape (not included), and then thread it into 

the air inlet on the air tool. 

2. Connect the 1/2 in. I.D. air hose (not included) to a quick-connect coupler (not included) and 

then to the air nipple. 

3. Turn on the air compressor and set it to 90 PSI. Do not exceed the recommended air 

pressure of 90 PSI. 

4. Check the air connection for leaks.  

Lubrication 

Air tools require lubrication throughout their lifetime. The air motor and bearing use compressed 

air to power the tool. Compressed air contains moisture which may rust the air motor and other 

internal parts if the tool is not kept lubricated. Failure to lubricate the tool properly will dramatically 

shorten the life of the tool and will void the warranty. 

The tool must be manually lubricated before its initial use. If you are not using a lubricated air 

supply, the tool must be manually lubricated before and after each use, as well as after each hour 

of continual use.  

To manually lubricate the tool, add a few drops of pneumatic tool oil to the tool's air line 

connection. 

Before Each Use 

 WARNING: Remove adjusting keys or wrenches before connecting the tool to 

the air supply or turning on the tool. A wrench or key that is left attached to a rotating part of 

the tool may cause personal injury. 

 

 Inspect the tool for damage or excessive wear. 

 If you are not using a lubricated air supply, lubricate the tool.  

 Drain water from the air compressor tank and condensation from the air lines. 

 Connect the air supply to the tool. Do not exceed the maximum air pressure of 90 PSI. 
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Operating Instructions 

 To start the tool, press the trigger. To stop the tool, release the trigger. 

 To switch between forward and reverse, release the trigger to stop the tool and then press 

the forward or reverse button on the back end of the tool. Do not attempt to switch direction 

when the tool is running. 

 To adjust the speed, turn the knob on the back end of the tool. 

 To change sockets, disconnect the tool from the air supply, depress the trigger to release 

any pressure, grasp the tool, and pull the socket from the anvil. 

After Each Use 

 Disconnect the air supply from the tool. 

 If you are not using a lubricated air supply, lubricate the tool.  

 Store the tool. 

Maintenance 

 WARNING: To avoid risk of severe injury, disconnect the air supply from the tool 

before performing any maintenance, cleaning, or inspection. 

 

Maintain your tool. It is recommended that the general condition of any tool be examined before it 

is used. Keep your tool in good repair by adopting a program of conscientious repair and 

maintenance in accordance with the recommended procedures found in this manual. Keep all 

cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges are less 

likely to bind and are easier to control. Keep handles dry, clean, and free from oil and grease.  

Cleaning. Use only soap and a damp cloth to clean your tool. Many household cleaners are 

harmful to plastics and other insulation. Never let liquid get inside the tool. 
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Troubleshooting

There is moisture

There is water in the tank. Drain the tank. (See the air 

compressor manual for instructions.) 

Lubricate the tool again and run for 1-

The tool regulator setting 

is in the wrong position.

Flush the tool with air tool oil or gum 

solvent 

The tool is out of oil. Lubricate the tool according to the 

lubrication instructions in this manual. 

The air pressure is low. Adjust the regulator setting on the tool. 

Adjust the compressor regulator to the 

tool's maximum setting of 90psi. 

The air hose leaks. Tighten and seal the hose fittings with 

pipe thread tape if leak is found. 

The air pressure drops. Ensure the hose is the proper size. 

Long hoses or tools using large 

volumes of air may require a hose with 

an I.D. of 1/2" or large depending on 

the total length of the hose. 

Do not use a multiple number of hoses 

connected together with a quick 

connect fitting. 

This causes additional pressure drops 

and reduces the tool power. Directly 

connect the hoses together. 

There is a worn rotor 

blade in the motor. 

Replace the rotor blade. 

There is a worn ball 

bearing in the motor. 

Remove and inspect the bearing for 

rust, dirt, and grit. Replace or clean 

and grease the bearing with bearing 

grease. 

The tool does not 

impact.
