1. Remove the battery from the vehicle before charging if possible.

2. Ensure that all the electrical ~ accessories in the vehicle are off.

STEP 1 - BATTERY MANUFACTURER RECOMMENDATIONS
Before using the battery charger, study the battery manufacturer’'s recommendations, rates of charge, and
any condition peculiar to the battery being charged.

STEP 2 - CHECK THE ELECTROLYTE LEVEL

Prior to charging the battery, remove the vent caps and check the electrolyte level.

Note - For batteries without cell caps, follow the battery manufacturer’'s maintenance and charging instructions.

STEP 3A - CONNECTION WITH BATTERY OUT OF THE VEHICLE

Connect the POSITIVE (RED) lead/battery-clamp from the charger to the POSITIVE battery post. Connect
the NEGATIVE (BLACK) lead/battery clamp from the charger to the NEGATIVE battery post.

STEP 3B - CONNECTION WITH THE BATTERY MOUNTED IN THE VEHICLE

Determine if the vehicle is Positively (+) or Negatively (-) earthed.

Note - The battery terminal NOT connected to the chassis MUST be connected to the Battery Charger first (1st). The
second (2nd) clamp from the Battery Charger must be connected to the chassis, away from the battery and fuel lines.

Then “Full” LED indicator will flash in green color to
indicate charging in process.

Note — If not charging, the LED indicators will extinguish after approximately 10 minutes without operation; when fully
charged, the green LED indicator will flash every 5 seconds after approximately 10 minutes without operation. To re-
energize the indicators, simply press the START/STOP button of the corresponding channel.

Q&A

Q. Why does the charger not charge after plugging into the AC power source?
A. There are various reasons that the charger does not work, please check the status as follows,
-Check if any Fault LED displays
-Check if clips are well connected to the battery.
-Check if the AC power source is well connected.
Q. Why does the Fault LED flashing after press START/STOP button?
A. Fault LED flashing indicates wrong connection on AC power side or battery side, please check
as follows:
-Check if both Pos + and Neg + clamps well connected with battery terminal.
-Check if the battery internal Volts lower than 0.5V or internal Volts higher than 15.5V (12V mode)
or 7.8V (6V mode).
Q. Why does the REVERSE LED flashing after press START/STOP button?
A. REVERSE LED flashing indicates clamps reverse connects battery terminal, pls correct.
Q. Why does the BAD LED flashing after press START/STOP button?
A. BAD LED flashing indicates 2 situations as follows,

12V mode battery: if the internal Volts can’t rise to 9V+0.2V after 30mins charging or Internal Volts
drop to lower than 12V in 2 mins after 6 hours high Voltage repair.

6V mode battery: if the internal Volts can'’t rise to 4.5V+0.2V after 30mins charging or Internal
Volts drop to lower than 6V in 2 mins after 6 hours high Voltage repair.

User may press and hold START/STOP button for 5s to enter force charging mode to continue
charge the battery. FULL LED will keep slow flashing in this process.
Q. Can | use the charger as a power supply?
A. Automatic chargers are designed to only supply power to the battery clips when correctly
connected to a battery; this is to prevent sparks or damage to the charger or battery if connected
incorrectly. Consequently, this safety feature prevents the charger from being used as a ‘Power
Supply’.
Q. Why is there no output on the battery charger’s battery clamps when it is turned on?
A. The charger incorporates reverse polarity and short circuit protection that makes it much safer to
use. For this reason, the charger will only output power when connected to a battery exhibiting a

voltage above 0.5 volts (0.5V).
