The Ironton 8 ½ Inch Drywall Sander is designed to sand drywall or plaster walls and ceilings in any 

position. The sander provides a superior finish and is faster than conventional methods for both new 

construction and renovation work. Use the built-in extensions to change the length of the tool from 4ft. 

to 5.6ft. long to reach up to 12ft. high. The sander is ergonomically designed for effortless handling. Its 

removable brush segment allows sanding right up to the edge with ease. The robust drive system 

transfers power efficiently to the sanding pad and ensures a long service life. The center and edge 

vacuum locations provide a large area of dust collection. The tool hooks up easily to a standard 

vacuum to ensure a dust-free working environment.

Grounded Tools: Tools with 3-Prong Plugs 

Tools marked with Grounding Required have a 3-wire cord and 3-prong grounding plug. The plug 

must be connected to a properly grounded outlet. If the tool should electrically malfunction or break 

down, grounding provides a low resistance path to carry electricity away from the user, reducing the 

risk of electric shock. (See Figure A.) 
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The grounding prong in the plug is connected through the green wire inside the cord to the grounding 

system in the tool. The green wire in the cord must be the only wire connected to the tool’s grounding 

system and must never be attached to an electrically live terminal.  

Your tool must be plugged into an appropriate outlet, properly installed and grounded in accordance 

with all codes and ordinances. The plug and outlet should look like those in the following illustration.  

 

Double Insulated Tools: Tools with Two-Prong Plugs 

Tools marked Double Insulated do not require grounding. They have a special double insulation 

system which satisfies OSHA requirements and complies with the applicable standards of 

Underwriters Laboratories, Inc., the Canadian Standard Association, and the National Electrical Code. 

(See Figure B.) 

Double insulated tools may be used in either of the 120 volt outlets shown in the following illustration.  

 

Extension Cords 

⚠WARNING 

 USE A PROPER EXTENSION CORD. Make sure your extension cord is in good condition. When 

using an extension cord, be sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your product will 

draw. An undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resulting in loss of power and cause 

overheating. 

 Be sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good condition. Always replace a damaged 

extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified person before using it. Protect your extension 

cords from sharp objects, excessive heat and damp or wet areas.  

 Grounded tools require a 3-wire extension cord. Double Insulated tools can use either a 2- or 3-

wire extension cord. 

 As the distance from the supply outlet increases, you must use a heavier gauge extension cord. 

Using extension cords with inadequately sized wire causes a serious drop in voltage, resulting in 

loss of power and possible tool damage. 

 The smaller the wire’s gauge number, the greater the capacity of the cord. For example, a 14-

gauge cord can carry a higher current than a 16-gauge cord. Minimum extension cord wire size is 

shown in the following table:

 When using more than one extension cord to make up the total length, make sure each cord 

contains at least the minimum wire size required. 

 If you are using one extension cord for more than one tool, add the nameplate amperes and use 

the sum to determine the required minimum cord size. 

 If you are using an extension cord outdoors, make sure it is marked with the suffix W-A (W in 

Canada) to indicate it is acceptable for outdoor use. 

 Make sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good electrical condition. Always replace 

a damaged extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified electrician before using it. 

 Protect your extension cords from sharp objects, excessive heat, and damp or wet areas.

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Assembly Instructions 

Installing the Sander 

Tighten the folded button and connect the body with the front handle. Loosen the back handle 

adjustment knob. Connect the back handle and the assisting handle. Adjust the length of the handle 

and tighten the adjustment knob. See the following page for images. 

 

Before Each Use 

⚠WARNING 

 ALWAYS check for damaged or worn out parts before using the sander. Broken parts will affect the 

sander’s operation. Replace or repair damaged or worn parts immediately. 

 Make sure that the power switch is in the OFF position and unplug the sander from its electrical 

outlet before performing any procedure in this section. 

 Wipe the work surface clean of all dirt and debris, especially for that of previous coarser sanding 

sessions, which will scratch the surface of a finer grit sanding session. 

Operating Instructions 

⚠WARNING 

 To reduce the risk of injury, user must read this manual. 

 To reduce the risk of injury, always wear eye and respiratory protection.  

 Hold power tools by insulated gripping surfaces, when performing an operation where the cutting 
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tool may contact hidden wiring or its own cord. 

 Never place your hand near the rotating accessory. Accessories may kickback over your hand. 

 Do not point the tool at people or animals. 

 Hold the handle firmly. 

 Do not place your hands over the rotating disc and stand still while using the sander. 

 Hold the work piece tightly. If necessary, use a clamp or vice. 

 

General Use 

1. To turn ON the switch (5) of the sander, press the main switch lock button (4). 

2. To keep the sander working continuously, press the locking button and the switch will be locked in 

the ON position. When turning OFF the switch (5) of the sander, press the main switch lock button 

(4) one time. 

3. Turn the governor (3) to adjust the speed. 1 is the lowest speed and 5 is the highest. 

 

 

Corner Sanding 

Press and turn the disassembled part’s (see #72 in the parts list) knob counter-clockwise to remove 

the sanding disc. Now it will be easier to sand corners. 
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Replacing Sandpaper 

Completely remove the old sandpaper from the disc. Make sure all of it is removed. Lay the new 

sandpaper in the correct position, making sure the hole in the sandpaper matches the hole in the 

sanding pad. 

 

Replacing the Sanding Pad 

Before removing the old sandpaper, use the hex key to loosen the screw in the center of the sanding 

pad. Remove the old sanding pad and install the new sanding pad.

 Store the sander in a dry and clean place. 

 Keep sander away from children. 

Maintenance 

Maintain the sander by adopting a program of conscientious repair and maintenance in accordance 

with the following recommended procedures. It is recommended that the general condition of any tool 

be examined before it is used. Keep your tool in good repair. Keep handles dry, clean, and free from 

oil and grease. The following chart is based on a normal operation schedule.
