  WORK AREA
1. Keep your work area clean and well lit. Cluttered benches and dark areas invite

accidents.
2. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the

presence of flammable liquids, gases, or dust. Power tools create sparks which 
may ignite the dust or fumes.

3. Keep bystanders, children, and visitors away while operating a power tool.
Distractions can cause you to lose control. Protect others in the work area from 
debris such as chips and sparks. Provide barriers or shields as needed.

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

10. Ensure the switch is in the off position before inserting the battery pack.
Inserting the battery pack into power tools that have the switch on may cause an
accident.

11. Recharge only with the charger specified by the manufacturer. A charger that
is suitable for one type of battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with
another battery pack.

12. Use power tools only with specifically designed battery packs. Use of any
other battery packs may create a risk of injury or fire.

13. When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects like
paper clips, coins, keys, nails, screws, or other small metal objects that can make a
connection from one terminal to another. Shorting the terminals together may cause
burns or a fire.
a. Do not use the tool in wet or damp conditions.
b. Always keep the work area free of tripping hazards.
c. When using the tool, always ensure you are wearing protective safety equipment
including safety glasses/goggles, ear muffs, dust masks and other protective clothing 
including gloves and aprons.

    Disconnect the plug or remove the battery pack from tool and place the 
switch in the locked or “OFF” position before making any assembly 
adjustments, changing accessories, performing any inspection, 
maintenance or cleaning procedures. Such preventive safety measures reduce 
the risk of starting the tool accidentally.

    Do not use the welding machine if it has been damaged, left outdoors in the 
rain, snow, wet or damp environments, or immersed in liquid.

SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS FOR BATTERIES AND CHARGER

BATTERY
1. Never attempt to open or modify battery for any reason. Released electrolyte is

corrosive and may cause damage to eyes and skin. It may be toxic if swallowed.
2. Under extreme conditions, battery leakage may occur. When you notice liquid on

the battery, proceed as follows:
Carefully wipe the liquid off using a cloth. Avoid skin contact.
In case of skin or eye contact, follow the instructions below.
The battery fluid, a 25-30% solution of potassium hydroxide, can be harmful. In
case of skin contact, immediately rinse with water. Neutralize with a mild acid 
such as lemon juice or vinegar. In case of eye contact, rinse abundantly with 
clean water for at least 10 minutes.

3. Do not expose to water.
4. Do not store in locations where the temperature may exceed 40°C (104°F).
5. Charge at room temperature: 0°C - 45°C (0°F-140.6°F). It is normal for the

battery charger to hum and be warm but not hot during operation.

Before charging, make sure that the battery is dry and clean.

Exercise care in handling and storing batteries in order not to short them with
conductive materials such as rings, keys, coins. There is a real risk of the battery
or the conductor overheating, causing fire or burns.
Do not dispose of battery on fire. It may explode. Follow instructions and
regulations given by local authorities concerning environmental protection.
Dispose of old batteries at an appropriate waste disposal facility.

CHARGER
1. Use only KLUTCH charger to charge KLUTCH 20V Lithium-ion batteries. Other batteries

could burst, causing personal injury and damage.
2. Never attempt to charge a non-rechargeable battery.
3. Have damaged cords replaced immediately.
4. Do not expose to water.
5. Do not open the charger.
6. Indoor use only. Do not recharge the battery in the rain or in wet conditions.

CHARGING BATTERIES

 
Note: If recharging a newly spent Battery Pack, allow it to cool completely before charging. 

Place the Battery Pack on a dry fireproof surface in a room where the temperature is from 50° F to104° F. 

Examine the Battery Pack it must be an undamaged 20V lithium-ion type Battery Pack.
Do not charge a cracked, open, or leaking Battery Pack, or charge a non-recommended type of Battery Pack. 



OPERATION

WARNING: When the machine is obstructed, please turn off the switch right away and 
check if the work piece is right.  An obstruction may cause the machine motor to 
burn out.
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Caution

   Fully charge battery before first use.
   Avoid short periods of charging. Only charge battery pack when it completely runs out.
   In order to extend the battery life, fully charge it after each use and ensure that it is charged every
   three months; avoid storing batteries in cold places as low temperatures may cause them to fail.

To install: slide battery pack into the machine until you hear a click.
Make sure that the latch is in place and battery is secure before operation.
To remove: Press the battery release latch and pull the battery pack out at the
same time.

Latch

Make sure the power supply is normal household voltage, 120 volts, AC only,60Hz. 
Connect the charger to a power supply.
Slide the Battery Pack onto the Charger.
The battery pack may become slightly warm to the touch while charging. This is normal and does not indicate a problem. 
After charging is complete, the green LED will remain on while the charger is in Maintenance mode. 
Charger will periodically wake from Energy Save mode to ensure the battery pack remains in a fully charged state. 
To remove the battery pack from the charger, depress the latches on the top of the battery pack and
separate battery from charger. 

CHARGING A HOT BATTERY PACK

The LED lights on charger show different status as below

When using a tool continuously, the battery pack may become hot. A hot battery pack may be placed directly onto the 
charger port but charging will not begin until the battery temperature cools to within acceptable temperature range. 
When a hot battery pack is placed on the charger, the red LED will begin flashing.When the battery pack cools, the 
charger will automatically begin charging.

1.Make sure that the welder vent is not covered and blocked, so as not to prevent the cooling system from failing.  

2.Slide the battery pack into the tool until you hear a click.Turn on the power (Fig.1), the power display light is on, 
and when it is confirmed that the battery power is sufficient, press the MODE key to adjust to the parameters 
required for welding. 

3.Connect the ground clamp to the  "-" pole on the machine and check whether the connection is secure (Fig.2). 

4.Connect the electrode holder wire to the "+" pole on the machine and check whether the connection is secure (Fig.3). 

5.Clamp the welding clamp onto the electrode (Fig.4) and start welding (Fig.5).
