Your tool must be plugged into an appropriate outlet, properly installed and grounded in accordance with all
codes and ordinances. The plug and outlet should look like those in the following illustration.

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Double Insulated Tools: Tools with Two-Prong Plugs

Tools marked Double Insulated do not require grounding. They have a special double insulation system which
satisfies OSHA requirements and complies with the applicable standards of Underwriters Laboratories, Inc., the
Canadian Standard Association, and the National Electrical Code. (See Figure B.)

Double insulated tools may be used in either of the 120-volt outlets shown in the following illustration.

Extension Cords

AWARNING

e USE A PROPER EXTENSION CORD. Make sure your extension cord is in good condition. When using
an extension cord, be sure to use one heavy enough to carry the current your product will draw. An
undersized cord will cause a drop in line voltage, resulting in loss of power and cause overheating.

e  Be sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good condition. Always replace a damaged
extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified person before using it. Protect your extension cords
from sharp objects, excessive heat and damp or wet areas.

e Grounded tools require a 3-wire extension cord. Double Insulated tools can use either a 2- or 3-wire
extension cord.

e As the distance from the supply outlet increases, you must use a heavier gauge extension cord. Using
extension cords with inadequately sized wire causes a serious drop in voltage, resulting in loss of power
and possible tool damage.

e The smaller the wire’s gauge number, the greater the capacity of the cord. For example, a 14-gauge cord
can carry a higher current than a 16-gauge cord. Minimum extension cord wire size is shown in the
following table.

e When using more than one extension cord to make up the total length, make sure each cord contains at
least the minimum wire size required.

e If you are using one extension cord for more than one tool, add the nameplate amperes and use the sum to
determine the required minimum cord size.

e If you are using an extension cord outdoors, make sure it is marked with the suffix W-A (W in Canada) to
indicate it is acceptable for outdoor use.

e Make sure your extension cord is properly wired and in good electrical condition. Always replace a damaged
extension cord or have it repaired by a qualified electrician before using it.

Protect your extension cords from sharp objects, excessive heat, and damp or wet areas.
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Assembly Instructions

e Before using the fan, assemble all parts securely, and follow the steps below. The fan required to be

assembled after opening the carton:

1. Install the wall bracket on the strong wall by using its wall mount screw set
2. Install the pre-assembled fan on the wall mount bracket and lock it securely

3. Carefully check the whole fan after installed to make sure if it's firm and strong to operate.

2. Select preferred speed (1-Low, 2-Medium, 3-High) by rotating the switch knob or pressing the button on
the control box.

e TO ADJUST UPWARD OR DOWNWARD, use hand to adjust it carefully
e TO MAKE FAN OSCILLATE, use hand to pull up and STOP oscillation by pushing down.
Always turn off and unplug fan after using.

Maintenance

e Itis recommended that the general condition of any fan be examined before it is used. Keep your fan in good
repair by adopting a program of conscientious repair and maintenance. Have necessary repairs made by
qualified service personnel.

¢ Always disconnect the cord from the electrical outlet before cleaning your fan.

e Light accumulated dust may be removed by using a soft cloth to wipe away the dust at the back grill of the
fan.
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Wipe the exterior surfaces of the fan occasionally with damp cloth (not dripping wet) and dry thoroughly with
soft dry cloth before operating the fan.

Do not use harsh cleaners or materials to clean this unit, doing so will damage it. Cleaning is required every
3 months. The grills can be removed for cleaning purposes only. Never operate the fan while the grills are
removed.
